§PEECHES T0 BE MADE BY LEADING REPUBLI-
CANS-M'ALPIN TO BE RE-ELECTED

AS PRESIDENT.
(BY TELEGRAFIE TO THE TRIBUNE]

, N. Y. Aug., 4.—There is every in-
dieation that the State Convention of the Repub-
liean Cluts, which will open here to-morrow, will |
be ome of the largest and most representative |
gatheripgs that have yet been held by the Repub-
Hean Clubs of New-York State Delegntions from
about 130 organized Jocal associations have al-
pady reporfed here, and ‘this number will be
wnsiderbly incrensed to-morrow, as a large con-
gingent of the convention, ineluding ex-Mayor |
Parsons and the other Rochester people, are booked |
to arrive on the morning trains. The advance
guard of the Builalo olubs will be here late to-night,
the rest following in the morning, The speeial
train with the New<York and Brooklyn delega-
tiops relled iuto the station abont 7 o'cleck to-
pight and were given a rousing and patriotio re-
peption. The local escort guard, numlering about
ag6 wen in bright uniforms, was in waiting at
the stotion, under command of veteran John Ken-
you, whe bas been giving his nights and days
to the prepumtory work of the convention for
weeks past.  There wns an abundence of cheer-
wg and singing as the visitors marched out upon
the platform  and up the street to  their
sarels, accompanied by the guard.  Crowds
filled the  atreets, and ahbout  the  Globe
wnd  Vaoderbilt -hotels it was  difiealt to
make ane's way, S0 compact was the’ gnthering.
The special train from New-York was not quite
full when it left the Grand Central Statiom, but
the delegations from Tarrytown, Sing Sing. Pough-
keepsie, Hudson, Albuny and the other cities
along the way took up all the vaeant seats.
Edward Murphy, echairman of the Democratic
State Committes, was waiting at the station in
Aibany for Richard Croker, who eame down from
Saratoen for a conference. When the trainlond of
delegnies mashed to the dining-room for dinner,
the sight of so many live, active Republicans
seemed to startle him, and the swarthy Tammany
leader looked astonished at the demonstration.
They evidently felt that there was work before
them this fall. .

FOUR HUNDRED VOLTS OF ELECTRICITY
SUFFICIENT TO KILL HENRY BARTELS.

NO SCREEN COVERED THE FATAL MACHINE—
LIFE DEPARTED ALMOST INSTANTLY—AN
ATTEMPT TO SHOW THAT THE BAR.
TENDER DIED FROM HIFART DISEASE.

Another ense of death by electrie shoek has been
added to the already long list. The vietim this time
was Heuory Bartels, an athletie young German, |
who was employed a8 a* hartender in the lijuor.
store and beer garden of Theodore Feldstein, at
No. 206 Grond-st.  The @edilent by which Bar-
tels met his death oceurred at fiva minutes of ©
o'clock last night, a time when the place was
orowded with customers.  The store is supplic!
with thirty of the rotary afr fans commonly used
in restaurants and dripking resurts. These fans
are worked by a Dirush eleetrio motor of four horse-
power, which when an full speed generntes o cur-
rent of 400 volts. At the end of the bar, on tup
of the heer counter, near the cignr boxes nnd
within easy reach of every person employed In the
building, stamds the armatare of the motor, with
its recelver, the eurrent almost touching the fin-
gers of the bartender whio happens to be using the
curk-drawer.  Althoogh it was evident thay the
Wirtenders literally defled death every time they
went to that end of the bar, Mr. Feldstein does not
seem to have thonght ib worth his while to pro.
teet the lives of his employes by placing o serecn
or other gnard around thie nrmature,

Shortly before 6 o'clock a workman from the
HBrosh Company's braneh offier in Elzalictlh-st
enlledd st the burroom and repaired some of the
fan pulieys which were slightly out of order.
While he was at work the motor was stopped,
but it was set golng ngain the moment he eave the
signul.  The fans were whirling at theley full
speed when he erossed the floor of the srurl“)nnll
handed the chisel and hammer and other ‘tools
which he had been using to Bariels, who stood
betiind the bar.

At the same moment Christopher Muller, a
waiter, walked up to the bar nnd asked Dartels,
who bad a glass In his right hand, for twe ten-
eent clgars.  Bartels walked up to the end of
the har, where the eigars were.  To get nt them
he had to reach over the armature. e put the
tools out of his left hand on a ledge by his side.
Then abstractedly ploeing his right hand on the
brush or collector of the motor, le reachied over,
fand with Lis left hand toolt two elgars from one of
thie Loxes,

In deawing back again, he lifted his head
slightly and the top of his forehead touched one
of the feeder wires which eonnect the maotor with
the central plant.  Under his feet was the wronght
iron network covering the floor of the bar and
wet with the rinsings of many glosses. The eir-
cuit was complete.  Dartels stow! ns motionl ss
ns o atatue.  His fooe slowly turned to the hue of
ashes, 1Iis eyes, fixed and glazed, distended un-
til It sermed as if they would drop out of their
sorkets, Every mugele of his body stiffened
into on awfol rigidity.

A BLOODY RIOT IN LOUISIANA.

SIXTEEN MEN REPORTED XILLED IN A
RANCHMEN'S FIGHT WITH THIEVES.

AN ATTEMFT TO STOP CATTLE-STEALING BRINGS
ON THE CONFLICT-AN INVESTI-
GATIOX BEGUN.

St. Louis, Ang. 4.—A dispatch from Omnge,
Tex., says: Belder Sanders, who has just re-
turned from Lake Chorles, La., confirms the re-
port of n riot at Lock, Meore & Co.'s tram.  The
last aecount he heard wog from a wounded man
who left the soene at 4 o'cloak yesterday, who
stated  that fourteen men were killed and two
more were missing. It wus w free fight between
fhe *Red Bones" and the * Whites."” Mr.
Sanders stated that many different reports were
pirenlated and nothing more authentie could be
